What is Campus Life JV? 
Campus Life JV , a division of Youth for Christ, 
is a youth outreach program involving area 
middle school students (grades 6th-8th).  Each 
Campus Life JV program engages students in 
weekly meetings and various trips and events 
throughout the school year and summer.  
Weekly meetings last about one hour and be-
gin with games, then a time of small group  
discussion and large group teaching about life 
skills such as, “How to Deal with Pressure”, 
How to Make Decisions/Solve Problems” and 
many others.  Students are challenged and 
encouraged to explore and build their own per-
sonal faith in God.  

Who supervises Campus Life JV? 
Each area Campus Life JV program is organ-
ized and run by a team of 6-8 adults from the 
community.  Supervising these teams of adults 
are professionally trained, full-time YFC staff 
members who are passionate about mentoring 
middle school students and who have a deep 
personal faith. 

Is Campus Life JV connected with any 
church?   
No.��Campus Life JV is a division of Youth for 
Christ (YFC), an interdenominational, non-
sectarian, independent youth organization.  
Students from every type of background attend 
Campus Life JV and are encouraged to be   
involved in their  local church. 

Do you do anything besides  
Middle School Campus Life JV? 
Yes.  We have a separate program for high 
school students called Campus Life.  Also, there 
is a program for troubled teens called Youth 
Guidance.   

Young people are our future.  Within twenty years 
they will run our government, businesses, hospi-
tals, courts, and churches.  But the future is taking 
shape now; young people, particularly our teen-
age young people, are making value judgments 
just when the maturation process makes them 
most susceptible to suggestion — both good and 
bad.  The pressures they face are greater than 
ever.  Frequently lonely, frequently adrift, they 
need help.  But who can talk to today’s kids?  Who 
can talk to them about hope and meaning in a 
world which increasingly rejects both? 
 

Parents?  It’s never been easy for parents and 
their adolescent children to communicate.  Today 
hundreds of kids in every school come from      
broken homes. 
 

Schools?   Teachers are not supposed to com-
municate values.  The closest they can come is 
“value clarification,” in which a student is encour-
aged to think for himself/herself. 
 

Churches?  A high percentage of young peo-
ple aren’t involved in a church.  Many kids feel the 
church seems to have very few answers which 
they can understand. 
 

Youth for Christ  — YFC is uniquely qualified 
to stand in the gap for today’s youth.  We want 
them to value parents, school and church. 
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Are there any membership  
requirements? 
There are no dues, attendance or membership 
requirements.  Any student in grades 6th-8th 
can simply attend whenever they want. 

What is unique about Campus Life 
JV?  Why does it exist? 
We firmly believe that the middle school years 
are a very crucial and formative time of a young 
persons’ life.  Middle school students face vari-
ous physical changes, social          pressures 
and life challenges that dramatically shape the 
very core of who they are and what they be-
lieve.  We are passionate about building posi-
tive, mentoring relationships with these  stu-
dents so as to help them develop important life 
skills and a foundational, life-changing faith in 
God. 

How is Campus Life JV associated 
with the schools? 
Each Campus Life JV program consists of stu-
dents from a particular middle school area.  We 
eagerly cooperate with and work alongside  lo-
cal school administrators.  Though Youth for 
Christ is endorsed by many educators and 
school officials, as well as civic, political and  
judicial leaders, it has no administrative or    
financial ties with the school systems.
